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ASSEMBLY

A. The tractor is shipped in one carton with the
rear wheel and tire assemblies, Part No. 1667, in «
separate carton,

B. Mount rear wheels to hubs using the fen fug
bolts, Part No. 1004,

C. Mount front wheeis 1o spindles using the ¥-16
x 75 Nylok bolts, Part No. 908033-6 and washers,
Part No. 2844, There are two shim washers, one .015
thick and one .050 thick, in the foose pari package
for each wheel. Use one or both as shown on the
exploded view drawing to pravide a close fit, Press
on hub caps.

D. Mount the steering wheel to steering shaft
with the 14 x 14 Roll Pin, Part No. 933215, Press on
steering wheel insert,

BEFORE YOU START

There is NO OIL in the crankease of the engine
when shipped from the factory. OIL . . . See Engine
Manual,

Check oil level every 5 operating hours or each
time equipment is used,

Chenge oil every 25 operating hours or sooner if
equipment is operated in extremely dusty or dirty
conditions. Read Engine Manual and follow all in-
structions pertaining to type of lubrication specified.
The engine is the heart of your tractor and it ie very
important that you keep it in good condition.

Lubricate all grease fittings with a regular pressure
gun lubricant every eight to ten hours of operation.
Refer to Figure 1 for the location of grease fittings,

A light machine oil should be used on all moving
parts to keep joints from wearing and squeaking.

Remove oil filler piug, located at the left rear side
of the transmission, and fill to level of hole with
good grade of S.AE. 90 oil (will require about 3
pints).

The transmission oil level should be checked after
every 40 hours of use. The fransmission should be
drained once a year by removing plug on bottom to
drain oil. Refill as outlined in above paragraph. This
is a regular automotive type transmission with sliding
gears and should have the same care as your car.

TIRES

The front tires are 4.00-8 and should be inflated
to 12 pounds of air pressure, The rear tres are
6 x 12 and should have 8 pounds of air pressure,
The tires can also be filled with ballast if desired.
Qrdinarily this Is not necessary as the weight of the
operater will add sufficient weight for adequate
traction,

STARTING ENGINE

L. Before starting the engine fill gas tank (located
under the hood) with a good grade of regular gas,
and open valve on fuel filter. See Page 4.

2. Place gear shift lever in neutral position and
apply the parking broke,

3. Pull throttle lever }5 way out and turn to the
right to fock it in position, Note: The throttle control
has a locking device. Turn the throtile control to the
left to unlock, adjust to the desired position and turn
to the right to lock.

4. Pull choke lever all the way out ta choke en-
gine. If engine is warm and has been running, chok-
ing may not be necessary.

5. Turn the key to the right. Pull the starter rope
slowly till the engine reaches the cempression stroke,
allow the rope to return then pult with o fast smooth
stroke,

6. When engine starts push choke into off posi-
tion and regulate throttle control by turning to the
left to unlock and push in or out to desired speed,

7. Depress cluich pedal on left side of tractor
before selecting desired gear range.

8. When starting tractor in winter it Is desirable
to depress clutch so engine does not have to turn
transmission,

CLUTCHING

Don't force the gear shift lever if the gears do not
immediately mesh. Depress ¢luich pedal ali the way
down and let up, then depress again and shift. To
avoid sudden starts, release clutch pedal slowly.
While in motion do not shift gears without depress.
ing clutech pedal.

The clutch pedal also operates the brakes WHEN
DEPRESSED ALL THE WAY DOWN. For this reason,
you should depress the clutch pedal ONLY %4 OF THE
WAY DOWN WHEN SHIFTING while in motion. This
clutch-brake pedal combination makes clutching au-
tomatic as you apply the brakes to stop.

PARKING BRAKE

The parking brake is located on the left side of
the fractor as shown in Figure 1. To set the parking
brake depress the clutch-brake pedal as far as pos-
sible and push the parking brake down. To release
the brake depress the clutch-brake pedal.

ATTACHING TOOLS

Complete information on the assembly, attach-
ment, operation and service of the many attaching
tools will be provided with each attuchment,

All drawn implements attach in seconds. Simply lift
the tractor hitch pin, insert the tongue, and replace

pin,

All power implements will use the attachment
clutech pedal located on the right side of the tractor.

CARE OF TRACTOR

1. Keep tractor greased and oiled regularly. Re-
fer to Figure 1 for the location of grease fittings.
Check transmission and engine case oil levels,

2. Keep engine wir cleaner clean. This will add
to engine life,

3. Keep tires properly inflated. See previcus in-
structions.

4. Keep tractor covered and in a dry place when
not in use.

5. Keep grass and dirt out of engine cowling as
these will stop the flow of air and decrease engine
life.

6. BRAKE ADJUSTMENT. The brake band, located
on the left side of the transmission, brakes the trans-
mission and in turn stops the wheels.,

To adjust, depress clutch broke pedal and move
parking brake lever forward into the engoged posi-
tion. Tighten nut on brake rod until both rear wheels
skid when tractor is pushed - parking broke en-
gaged. Tighten nut another 4 turn, The brake and
parking brake are now properly adjusted.

"7. CLUTCH-BRAKE PEDAL ADJUSTMENT. The
clutch-brake peda! rod may be turned in or out to
adjust the pedal to operator’s desired position. Re-
move pin from rod and turn rod in or out for adjust-
ment. There are also two holes in the pedal to adjust
for travel. The upper hole is for o short movement
of travel, the lower hele is for long movement.

8. When replocing belts or mounting drive im-
plements make sure ail pulleys are in line.

9. Your tractor is only as good as the service
you give it. See your Wheel HMorse Dealer for o
thorough check-up after ecch season of use.

10. When replacing belts be sure to purchase
genvine Wheeil Horse belts, as these belts are specif-
iecally designed for each application.

{NOTE: Mauake sure all pulleys are in line.)
11. To roise seat/fender unit pull knob back.

See Figure 1. Seat should be latched before oper-
ating tractor.

SAFETY SUGGESTIONS

Recommended by Outdoor Power Equipment Institute

1. Know the controls and how to stop quickly —
read the owner's manual,

2. Do not allow children to operate machine; nor
adults to operote it without proper instruction,

3. Clear work area of objects which might be
picked wp and thrown.

4. Disengage all clutches and shift into neutral
before starting motor. Keep hands, feet, and clothing
away from power driven parts.

5. Do not carry passengers. Keep children and
pets o safe distance away.

6. Never direct discharge of any materials toward
bystanders, nor allow anyone near machine while
in operation.

7. Disengage power to atiachment{s) and stop
motor before leaving operator position.

8. Take precautions when leaving machine un-
attended (to aveid accidental starting, rolling away,
accidental dropping of any attachment, efc).

9. Disengage power to any attachment when-
ever it is not in use, or when traveling from one
work area to another.

10. Stay alert for holes and other hidden hazards.
Krnow what is behind you, before backing up.

11. Beware of steep slopes; reduce speed on all
side slopes and sharp turns, to prevent tipping or
iosing control.

12. Don't stop or start suddenly when geoing up-
hill or downhill.

13. Use care when pulling loads or using heavy
equipment,

14. Watich out for traffic when near roadways.

15. Hondle gasoline with care — it is highly
flammable.

a. Use approved gasoline container.

b. Never aodd gasoline to a running moter — fill
tank out of doors, wipe up spilled gasoline.

c. Replace gasoline cap securely.
d. Open doors if motor is run in garage — ex-

houst gases are dangerous.

16. Keep machine in good operating condition
and keep safety devices in place. Use guards as in-
structed in owner's manual.
